Pool Rules and Regulations
· NO LIFEGUARD ON DUTY.  SWIM AT YOUR OWN RISK!  USE BUDDY SYSTEM.

· No admittance to pool area without Pool Maintenance Staff on duty.

· Pool Maintenance Staff has full authority to enforce safety and procedural rules and to suspend any resident’s pool privileges for non-compliance.

· No diving into swimming pool.

· No horseplay, running or roughhousing.

· No foul language, verbal or physical exchanges will be tolerated.

· All residents entering the pool area must sign registration for themselves and their guests – must show pool passes.

· Five guests per resident.  Passes are not transferable.

· All guests, including children, must be accompanied by a resident and are required to use passes.

· No glass containers of any kind, strictly enforced.

· No littering.  Please pick up after yourself and your guests.

· No swimming after hours – subject to criminal trespass laws and revoking of privilege for the unit.

· No Smoking

· All children under 12 years old must be supervised by an adult, over 16, other than the Pool Maintenance Staff.

· Pool Maintenance room is off limits.

· Bathing suits are required to swim – no cut offs.

· No diapers.

· No spitting, no urinating.

· No Alcohol

· No extra large inflatable’s (rafts) allowed (up to Pool Maintenance Staffs’ discretion) with the exception of protective devices.

· No owners/tenants will be allowed to enter the pool area or use the pool if the Homeowner’s account is not current.  Fines will be automatically be assessed $50.00 per unit resident for non-compliance.

· Pool Maintenance Staff will receive an updated list of arrears every Friday.  Please don’t place the Pool Maintenance Staff or yourself/tenant in an embarrassing situation.
