We suggest you take advantage of the containers to remove unwanted items this includes the storage spaces that continue to be full of junk left even outside of the storage spaces.  Please take notice anything left outside the storage containers at any time in the future will be removed without notice as the fire department has deemed this a fire hazard.  So please help us keep the storage areas free of junk.. John and Nick will begin to construct more storage spaces in the Fall as they wind up their outside duties. OUTSIDE STORAGE: No bikes, large toys, or personal items should be left in the walkways, the entrance areas to any home, in the mulched beds or on the lawns.  Please help keep the property looking great.

Children: We have been receiving complaints regarding children that are not properly supervised. The children have become destructive and are vandalizing the property.  THIS WILL NOT BE TOLERATED!! WE WILL BE CONTACTING THE POLICE WHEN ANY INCIDENT IS NOTICED AND OR REPORTED.  Your children are your responsibility AND THE BOARD OF MANAGERS HAS PASSED A RESOLUTION TO THE RULES AND REGULATIONS THAT WARNINGS WILL NOT BE GIVEN AND AN IMMEDIATE FINE OF $100.00 WILL BE CHARGED TO THE UNIT OWNERS ACCOUNT FOR ANYONE THAT IS CAUSING DESTRUCTION TO OUR PROPERTY. Management has been forced to visit with some of the parents of the children and discuss this matter.  If we are forced to hire security for the purpose of watching over the children in the community it will cost all of us with an increase in common charges.  So please watch over your children. When school begins children returning home to the community should be greeted by an adult it is the parent’s responsibility to not allow your children to run wild through the complex.  

HELP US TO HELP YOU :One direct way that homeowners can help maintain the property is to promptly notify our management company, Spinnaker Management, of problems with your individual units or the property in general. Phone calls are okay in an emergency, but a written notification is best.  Dripping faucets and toilets require prompt attention and should be repaired immediately.  This is especially imperative for owners of second floor units, (for obvious reasons).  This will save water, reduce our water bill, be environmentally friendly, and save money at the same time. 

Your dog and your community: Many thanks to everyone who responded positively to our last request of cleaning up after your dog.  For any of our new homeowners……………………………..

Step outside your home with your dog and you are no longer just family, you are both part of your community.  This is when the phrase “responsible pet ownership” takes on serious implication.  For starters, it means you pick up after you’re dog – not just occasionally, but every time your dog eliminates.  That means you have joined the Plastic Baggy Brigade!  You always have plastic sandwich bags in your pocket and several in the car.  It means you teach your kids how to use them, too.  If you think this is yucky”, just imagine what the person (non-doggy and doggy persons alike) who inadvertently steps in the mess thinks!

Your responsibility extends to your neighbors: To their ears (no annoying barking); to their property (their deck area, their flower beds, their cat – especially their cat); to their kids (on bikes, at play); to their kid’s toys and sports equipment.

There are numerous dog-related laws, ranging from simple dog licensing and leash laws to those holding you liable for any physical injury or property damage done by your dog.  These laws are in place to protect everyone in the community, including you and your dog.  There are town ordinances and state laws, which are by no means the same in all towns or all states. Ignorance of the law won’t get you off the hook.  The time to find out what the laws are where you live is NOW.

Be sure your dog’s license is current.  This is not just a good local ordinance, it can make the 

Difference between finding your lost dog or not.  New York State requires proof of rabies vaccination and that the dog has been spayed or neutered before issuing a license. At the same time, keep up the dog’s annual immunizations.  

Never let your dog run loose in the neighborhood.  This will not only keep you on the right side of the complex and town leash law, it’s the outdoor version of the rule about not giving your dog “freedom to get into trouble”.

GARBAGE: Please make sure all garbage is put into the dumpster.  

Nobody wants to look at garbage, so if you see something on the ground, please pick it up and dispose of its properly. Anything other than household garbage is not to be dumped on the property.  Homeowners that are remodeling cannot dump their materials on site.  Residents that are moving cannot leave their unwanted junk at the dumpster.  Our garbage company will only take household garbage.  Everyday John finds debris at all the garbage areas that cost all of us a considerable amount of money annually to remove.  By following the guidelines we will save us all money.  Anyone found dumping will be billed for the fees it cost to remove and a $100.00 fine. Please report any dumping that you may see to Management.  If you need to remove items you may contact Royal Carting at (845) 896-6000.  Or you can take your items to the Orange County disposal site off Route 17K in Newburgh.

ADVISE TO THE RESIDENTS: All residents make sure that all doors and windows are locked in the units and don’t forget to lock your doors to your vehicles.  As usual if you see suspicious activity taking place, please call the police immediately.

PARKING: All residents have one assigned parking space.  We continue to receive many calls that residents are parking in reserved spaces. If the owner of the space contacts management you will be towed.  Also, if you park in the fire lanes you will be towed. We realize parking is difficult since most residents have at least two vehicles, but there is not enough parking to give everyone two spaces.  Please park a second vehicle in the guest parking.  WHEN USING THE POOL ON THE WEST SIDE PLEASE PARK YOUR VEHICLE ON THE STREET AS UNIT OWNERS THAT LIVE IN THAT AREA HAVE THE SAME LIMITED PARKING AS YOU DO. 

SEWAGE TREATMENT PLANT AND FUTURE DEVELOPMENT:  The newly formed committee is still looking into the project we will update you as soon as they have additional information.
Gas grills:  We have been informed by the Fire Department that the gas grills on the decks must be 10 feet from the building when you are grilling.  In addition you may only have a 2.5 psi or smaller gas cylinder hooked up to the grill.   
Windows and Doors: If you are planning on replacing your windows or doors you must get Board approval.  Please send us a letter explaining exactly which units you will be using.  Windows and patio doors can be white or brown.  Front door color must remain the same as what is currently there.  Management will also make recommendations for fully insured contractors, just give Doris a call.
