Pool Rules and Regulations

The following rules and regulations are for the protection and benefit of all to assure safe and sanitary operation of the pool facilities.  Your cooperation in abiding by these conditions will afford pleasant relaxation and recreations for all.

1. The pool deck is open from 11AM to 8PM, weather permitting.

2. Each resident must present their pool tag to the lifeguard each time they enter and reenter the pool area.  One pass for each individual resident.  No sharing, no exceptions.  The sponsoring resident must accompany guests at all times.  NO ONE WITHOUT A PASS WILL BE PERMITTED IN THE POOL AREA.

3. Everyone must sign in when arriving at the pool and sign out when leaving.  This will serve as a factual source of information as to the time and days when the pool is used, who is using it, and forecasts any congestion problems, and for safety.

4. No animals are allowed inside the pool area or in the pool.

5. No alcoholic beverages or glass containers may be brought into the pool area.  Use the picnic area.  Please place trash and refuse in the receptacles provided.

6. There is no smoking or eating in the pool area.  Use the picnic area.

7. No inflatable rafts and/or toys of any kind allowed.  Swimmies are permitted with adult supervision.

8. No running, pushing, wrestling, ball playing or causing undue disturbances in or about the pool area.

9. No child under the age of 13 is allowed in the pool area unless an adult accompanies them.  Proof of age will be required.  A parent or guardian must accompany all children under the age of 5 while inside the pool, at ALL times.

10. Residents will be responsible for all actions of their guests.

11. Parents will be responsible for any and all damages incurred by their children.

12. The costs of any property damage will be charged to the responsible party.

13. No abusive or profane language.

14. No cutoff jeans or pants of any kind permitted in the pool Bathing suits only.

15. ABSOLUTELY no one is allowed in the pool without a lifeguard on duty.

16. All residents must obey the instructions of the lifeguard.  He/she is following the Association rules.  Do not argue or otherwise try to intimidate the lifeguard.  Take your concerns to Spinnaker Management.

17. LIFEGUARD BREAKS:  All lifeguards will take a 10-minute break every two hours.  Lifeguards working all day are permitted to take a one-hour break between 4:30-5:30PM for dinner.  The lifeguard on duty must post a sign to notify pool patrons of this break.  The pool must be cleared at break time and a responsible person will assure that no one enters the water until the lifeguard returns to duty.

Failure to comply with these rules may be considered sufficient cause for action by the Condominium Association, including the barring of violators from use of the pool areas.
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
