The Phase II Board of Managers consists of five members of the Phase II community in charge of caring for and maintaining the Common Elements exclusive in Phase II.  These include the buildings, driveways, walkways, and the lawns and landscaping in our immediate area.

In 1993 Phase II announced certain deviations from the offering plan.  Listed below is a statement of the policy to be followed.  Deviations from the strict prohibitions contained in the Offering Plan favor the temporary, rather than permanent, discreet, rather than obtrusive, natural, rather than artificial, and safe, rather than potentially dangerous.

Items not allowed:


Signs in windows, large lights, lighted signs


Large decorative objects in front of unit


Freestanding flagpole


Plantings that might cause structural or other damage (wisteria, ivy, willow,


e.g.)


Plastic holiday ornaments, figurines, or statues


Flower boxes or plants on railings of upper decks


Clotheslines or dryer racks


Pet houses on common property


Fencing of any kind in front or side of unit


Fiberglass covering over deck


Alteration to deck structure


Storage of household, automotive or construction items on deck; no


Flammable materials


Concrete cinder blocks (except, for safety reasons, as a step for outside 


Access or egress)


Storage or use of barbecues or grills on decks


Articles left on common property for extended periods when not in use


Rarely used vehicles or motor homes stored in driveways or parking


Areas, boats or other large items stored on outside property


Extensions of patios or exterior terraces; permanent benches or furniture outside 


Of deck


Any activity creating excessive noise

Allowed on a case-by-case basis after approval by the Board:


Large perennial plantings on common ground (request should indicate type of 


Planting and location)


Small vegetable garden in rear of unit (size and placement to be indicated)


Small stones around trees and planting as edging for annuals


Bird baths, bird feeders (material, size, and placement to be indicated)


Wooden trellis (color should match wooden siding of unit)

Allowed without specific approval items such as:


Doormats, hanging plants, flower boxes on railings of lower decks, wind chimes


Safety features such as Tot Finder sticker, security-warning stickers (one in front,


One in rear), sensor light in front of unit


Annual plantings in moderation, front and rear


Seasonal items (Hanukkah, Christmas, Halloween) to be removed in a timely 


Manner


Roll-up blinds across top and sides of patio in a color harmonious with wood 


Color of deck


Gates in deck railings


Cars may be washed using biodegradable soap only

Our goal is to keep The Woods Phase II a lovely and wonderful place for you to live.
